Third Party Liability

Detailed scope of services of constructions supervision and management services.

Performing the principal services as outlined below as a part of responsibility for conducting Third party Inspection of work Testing of Materials, Quality & Quantity Audit.

1. Suitability of designs, suggesting additions/ alterations to the designs if necessary. 

2. Asses, Review and Adequacy of provision of the estimates and specifications if necessary.
